Friday July 12, 2013

Departure from St. Louis airport. 
Saturday July 13, 2013
Arrival Barcelona airport. Transfer to your accommodation. PRIVATE 
Sport program Barcelona 

We will arrange:
· 2 games per team.

On request and at a supplement we can arrange:

· A field for 2 hours training sessions with your own coaching staff. Supplements for field hire are $200.00 per 2 hours (clay), $260.00 per 2 hours (artificial turf) and $325.00 per 2 hours (grass). 

· Visit and tour of a pro team stadium such as the Nou Camp, home of FC Barcelona.

Accommodation Barcelona 

Hotel accommodation/Half board - daily breakfast and evening dinner. 

Tourist class hotel of 3 star rating (spanish classification) in seaside resorts such as Lloret de Mar, Blanes and Tossa de Mar. The accommodation is situated near the town center and/or beach. Distance to Barcelona is approx 30-35 miles. All rooms (3 and 4 bedded rooms) have a shower and toilet as well as airconditioning. The hotel has a restaurant, bar, lounge, reception and sometimes an outdoor swimming pool.

Accommodation option:

Same hotel and meals as above but 2 people per room. Supplement per person per night is $15.00.

Sunday July 14, 2013

Monday July 15, 2013

Transfer to your accommmodation in the Nice area in the South of France.

Accommodation South of France 

Hotel/Half board - daily breakfast and dinner is included. All rooms, triple rooms (3 people) have private shower, toilet and TV. The hotel has a lounge, restaurant and bar.

Tour of Nice: The "Promenade des Anglais" extending for miles along the waterfront is wonderful for strollers. Old Nice is a tight labyrinth of winding streets, alleys, and steep ascents between medieval buildings. Evening game vs. a local team.

Friday July 19, 2013



Morning 2 hour training session and/or visit Cannes. Cannes is well known because of its "Promenade de la Croisette" and the famous "Cannes Film Festival".

Saturday July 20, 2013


Day trip to Monaco. The Principality, about half the size of New York's Central Park, is divided into distinct sections: Old Monaco (a tiny antiquated village that sits on The Rock); La Condamine (home of many amiable Monegasques); Fontvielle, (a residential district on the reclaimed land); and Monte Carlo (named for Charles III in 1866). See the changing of the guard at the Royal Palace. Evening game vs. a local team.

Not included:

Options

· An accident, illness and trip cancellation insurance. Information will be mailed to you after booking.

· Single rooms in hotels are an additional $40.00 per night – this in addition to the double room prices. Please notice that in cases when we offered double rooms (2 people per room) and your group has an odd number of people (7, 9, etc.) booked then we have to incorporate 1 triple room (rest doubles) or 1 single room (rest doubles). It is up to the group to decide if triple rooms or single rooms will be incorporated in such a case, and if single rooms are used then the group is responsible for the extra cost of $40.00  per person per night.

TRIP PROCESS

1) Send in your $350 deposit. (Payment info below.)  I will hold the checks until we reach at least 13 players.  Deposits count toward your final cost. (In other words, your cost after the deposit is now approximately $3450.  

2) Once we reach AT LEAST 13 players, I will contact everyone again to verify that everyone is still committed and if we still have enough, I will send in the checks to the company. At this point, your deposit is non-refundable. People can be added to the trip after we initially commit up to a certain point -- depends on airline restrictions, usually. 

3) After we have committed to the trip, we will set up a payment plan for the remainder of the money. Usually, we will have 3 payment days (approximately sometime in December, February and May), but we can make payment arrangements that suit you. Final payment will need to be made in May. Payments must be made throughout or you may be dropped from the trip. Again, individual payment plans can be arranged. The company does accept credit card payments. Please contact me for more information. 

4) Fundraising opportunities are numerous and available. The company has several opportunities and ideas for you. I will be more than happy to help coordinate, but fundraising will be mainly left up to the group. Sometimes groups want to do group fundraising and others want to do individual. Once we decide to commit, we will discuss fundraising plans. 

5) Family members and friends are also welcome to come at roughly the same cost. Please contact me with any plans of family or friends wanting to go. 

6) Additional costs usually depend on the individual. Basically almost everything is covered in the price above EXCEPT: souvenirs, additional meals, tips for guides, etc., some museum/castle, etc. admissions, uniforms (although I have been in the past able to secure free or low-cost uniforms for our purposes) and those items listed above.

6) Priority registration is Oct. 31. After that, I cannot guarantee prices will stay the same. The earlier we commit to the trip, the more opportunities for fundraising and trip planning.
